INFORMATION REGARDING FEE
In pursuance of the judgement dated August 14,2003 ofHondle Supreme Cout of India

in writ petition (Civil) No.350 of 1993 (Islamic Academy and Anr. Vs. State of Kamataka and
Ors.), the State Govemment had constitued State Fee Committee to fix fee stucture of pgivate
unaided minority/non minority institutionsfor varous types of technical courses. The Supreme
Cout guidelines stipulate that fee stucture shaild be suieh that it is viable for the Colleges to
function as per norms kid downby AICTE, but there should beno profiteering.

Thefee structure of various self financing technicd institutionsis available at Appendix- H

and on the website www.tedheduhry.gov.in. Candidates are advised to see thechanges, if any, in

the fee structure of institutes on the website www.techeduhry.gov.in before filling the choices of

branch and institues during online coursdling as there may be pending requests with State Fee
