Chapter -1
POLYTECHNIC EDUCATION -AN OVERVIEW

Technical education contributes substantially to the Socio Economic development of the country as a whole.
The development sustenance of the industrial sector is entirely dependent upon the availability of trained
manpower to perform the multidimensional activities needed to keep the wheel of industry running. The
Technical Education Department aims towards making these trained technically qualified hands available to
serve the industry and society. Equality of educational opportunities and preparing highly skilled work force
for enterprises with excellenceis also objective of Technical Education. For this purpose the Department has
to perform multifarious duties/ functions which interaila include timely conducting of Entrance Tests,
Admissions and Examinations, updating the curricula and training programmes, encouraging the
development entrepreneurship, Industry -Institute -Interaction for ensuring placement of the students and
other extracurricular activities for all round development of students providing necessary assistance and
controlling the activities of various Inst itutions and taking other steps from time to time to improve the
quality of education.

At the time of inception of Haryana as a separate state in 1966, there were only 6 polytechnics (Govt. -4
and Govt. Aided-2). At present there are 246 institutions (40 Govt. + 04 Govt. Aided + 01 State Govt.
University Institutions and 201 Self-Financing) in the State which have been approved by AICTE and
affiliated to HSBTE (Appendix -1V). 04 New Govt. Polytechnics is in pipeline which are located at Govt.
Polytechnic, Kawi, Distt. Panipat, Govt. Polytechnic, Kanina, Distt. Mahendergarh, Govt. Polytechnic,
Naraingarh Distt. Ambala and Govt. Polytechnic, MauLokri, Distt. Gurugram. These polytechnics are
offering Diploma Courses in various disciplines of Engineering & Tedwnology, Architecture, Business
Management, Finance Account & Auditing, Hotel Management, Library & Information Science, Office
Management & Computer Applications, Medical Laboratory Technology, Pharmacy, Electronics Engineering

The Diploma Prospectus is for admission to all Diploma Courses i.e. Diploma Engg., Diploma
Engg. Lateral Entry and Diploma Pharmacyfor the AcademicYear 2026-27. Its contents are subject to
change without prior notice.

The list of Govt./ Govt. Aided/ Self Financing Polytechnics alongwith Branches and Sanctioned
Intake for the Session 2026-27 is available at Appendix -1V. Institutions/ Branches/ Sanctioned
Intake are subject to change. Updated information would be available on the website
www.techadmissionshry.gov.in at the time of counselling.

For the session 2026-27, admissions in various Diploma Courses shall be made through 02 Online
Off-Campus counsellings on the following basis:

I.  Admission in Diploma Engg . Course including HGST, KM, MAR, SDB , TFW and EWS
categories shall be made on the basis of merit of Secondary School Examination
(Matriculation) or equivalent qualifying examination .

II.  Admissions in Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry Cour  se including TFW and EWS category
shall be made on the basis of the inter -se-merit of %age of qualifying examination

lll.  Admission for Diploma Pharmacy Course including MAR , TFW and EWS category shall
be made on inter-se-merit prepared on the basis of %ag e of qualifying examination

There is no printed application form available/ acceptable. Further, applications for admission in all
Diploma  Courses (including all  categories) shall be invited online at
www.techadmissionshry.gov.in as per AKey D\pperwis ol. gi ven i n

A The candidates have to fill their particulars online and also have to upload their coloured

_ photograph (JPG, JPEG-ile Max. 30KB Size)and signature (JPG, JPEG-ile Max. 20KB Size).

A The particulars of the candidate in the application form must exactly be the same as registered in
the qualifying examination.

A The candidates, who belong to the State of Haryana, shall enter their Parivar Pehchan Patra
(PPP) ID during the registration process at www.techadmissionshry.gov.in. All the information of
the applicant like name, gender, DOB, father name, mother name, income, category etc. will be
fetched from his/her PPP ID database automatically and these details fetched from PPP database
will be non-editable. So, all the Haryana resident candidates are advised to get their details
updated, corrected and verified on PPP portal before applying for admission.

A No additional documents like Category certificate, DOB, Income Certificate etc. are required for
the candidates who belong to Haryana during the online registration process and these details
will be fetched/ verified from PPP database directly. However, the candidates are required to
upload the PDFof documents of their sub category like ESM, FF, SDB, MAR etc. during the online
registration process.

A The details like name, father name, mother name, DOB, income, category etc. will be

fetched automatically from PPP ID for Haryana Resident c andidates and this
information will remain in non -editable mode for the candidate. If the particulars of

the candidates like candidate name/ father name/ mother name/ DOB/ income/

category mentioned in PPP ID are not as per qualifying document or not corr ect then
the candidate have to correct/ update and verify the same in the PPP ID first. And

contact the selected designated center by him self/ her self to re -verify their
registration form. When the designated center re-verify the application form the

updat ed information in PPP ID will be auto updated in the online submitted
registration form of the candidate and will be visible to the selected designated
center of verification.

A In case of correction in name of the candidate in PPP ID, the candidate need s to
update Aadhar as per UIDAI process on https://uidai.gov.in/ first. Once user name is
updated at Aadhar then user can login at PPP portal and can update family details on
https://meraparivar.haryana.gov.in/FamilyDirect or can visit Common Service Center
(CSC) for updation.

A The candidates are advised to provide only personal mobile number and email id as the same
will be used to communicate any advisory/ notification related to admissions.
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A The candidates are advised to clearly opt the course i.e. Diploma Engg./ Diploma Engg. Lateral
Entry/ Diploma Pharmacy and special category i.e. HGST/ KM/ MAR/ SDB/ TFW EWS

A The candidates must note down the unique application number which will be generated as
the candidate signup for the Diploma Courses. The unique application number will be required
for all future communication. The candidate should keep a copy of application form for his/ her
record.

A During the filling of Online Application Form, a candidate applying for Diploma Engg.
including HGST, KM,MAR, SDB TFW & EWS categories and Diploma Pharmacy including MAR
TFW and EWS category shall upload the DMC of the qualifying exam (10"/ 12"/ any other
equivalent) alongwith the proof of category (except the candidates whose details are
fetched & verified from PPP ID) and special category certificate (if applicable) for
Verification & Confirmation of Online Filled Application Form by the Designated Centers (as
per Appendix -1lI) as per the notified schedule and instructions (for details refer
Chapter -5).

A Candidates applying for Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry including TFW and EWS categorés
shall upload the scanned copy of PDFDetailed Marks Certificate (DMC) of 10" (for Date of
Birth verification) and DMC of qualifying exam at the time of filling th e online application
form for Verification & Confirmation of Online Filled Application Form by the designated
centers as per the notified schedule and instructions.

A After submission of online application form for Diploma Engg., Diploma Pharmacy and
Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry course, the candidates are advised to deposit the Registration
Feesonline.

A The candidates (except the candidates whose details are fetched and verified from PPP ID)
are advised to fill all the particulars like name, father name, date of birth, category,
resident of Haryana, income, economically weaker category etc. in the online application
form correctly. If any candidate (except the candidates whose details are fetched and
verified from PPP ID) want to correct his/ her particular s after submission of online
application form he/ she may contact HSTES on email id
onlineadmissionhelp@agmail.com and at the toll free no. 1800 -137-3735 before the
last date of closing of application form. The Haryana Resident candidates whose
particulars are wrong/ incomplete/ unverified are advised to correct his/ her
details in the PPP ID first and then submit the corrected/ updated copy of PPP
ID at the selected Designated Center before the cut-off da te for verification
(Appendix -1) .

A If the particulars of the candidate are not correct or not as per qualifying document/ category
etc. then he/ she will be responsible for cancellation of his/ her admission during the physical
reporting at the institute a fter allotment of seat.

A A candidate shall be allowed to change his/ her registration details only before last cut-off date
of verification as mentioned at selected designated center.

A Before submitting the online application form, the candidate can edit his/her registration details
except the details fetched and verified from PPP Database. Further, the candidate should also
ensure that the photograph/ signature uploaded is his/her own photograph/ signature and
particulars filled must be same as mentioned in the qualifying examination.

A Canddates are advised to fill choices from their own home and SHOULD NOT go to any

However, in any case if the candidate registers from Cyber Cafe/
unauthorized venue, he/ she must ensure that the password is created by himself/ herself only in
a secret manner. Candidates should strictly keep record of the password for their own use only
and not to disclose this to others.

A Locking of submitted choices is advisable. However, last filled choices would be considered
as final if not locked by the candidate.

The Choices filled by the candidate are subject to change as per the Final List of

Participating Institut ions and Branches with Sanctioned Intake as provided by the

affiliating  Board/ University/ PCI.

Candidates are advised to keep a check on the list of i nstitut ions & branches (Added or

Deleted) befor e the submission of last cut - off date of choice filling as per the Keydates.

Two Online Counselling s will be conducted for admission to all Diploma Courses for all the seats of

Govt. / Govt. Aided and 75% seats of Self Financing Institutes only (for details about counselling

refer Chapter -6). The details are as follows:

1st Counselling - shall be done for all categories namely AIC, HOGC, HGSI, SC,D-SC BCA,

BGB, PH, ESM (with all priorities) and FF of all categories with 25% Horizontal Female reservation.

For the supernumerary seats i.e. KM (J&K seats), TFW and EWS seats will be filled online

separately on the basis of Inter -se-merit of qualifying exam.

2nd Counselling - shall be done for all categories namely AIC, HOGC, HGST, SC(by merging SC
and D-SCin SC), BC (by merging BCAand BCB in BC), PH, ESMby merging all priorities) and FF
with 25% Horizontal Female reservation.

For the supernumerary seats i.e. KM (J&K seats), TFW and EWS seats will be filled online
separately on the basis of Inter -se-merit of qualifying exam.

Institute Level  Counselling :

After 2nd online counselling, admission at Institute Level Manual Counselling shall be made according
to the following procedure:

For Diploma Engg. , Diploma Pharmacy & Diploma Engg. Lat eral Entry: For conducting the
Institute Level Manual Counselling applications of the candidates shall be invited through official
email id/ website/ personaly to the institute as per the schedule notified and advertised by the
concerned institute. Fresh Inter-se-Merit/ Rank of the candidates who have applied for Institute
Level Manual Counselling shall be prepared (hosted on the website of the institute) by the respective
institute according to the prescribed criteria of preparation of Inter -se-Merit/ Rank of qualifying
examination as mentioned in Chapter-3 of Diploma Prospectus. The Institute Level Manual
Counselling shall be conducted after merging the sub categories (including female) of a particular
reserved category into the main reserved category. In the event of seats remaining vacant/ unfilled, if
any, same shall be filled up before final cut-off date of admissions without any reservation.

NOTE: 1. For filling up the leftover supernumerary seats in TFW/ EWS category for
Diploma courses a commit  tee shall be constituted at institute level. Separate merit shall
be displayed after giving the advertisement at institute level. Further, the supernumerary

TFW admissions shall be done through Institute Level Manual Counselling in an
institution where a m  inimum of 50% seats of approved intake are filled up in last
academic year for Diploma Engg. & Diploma Lateral Entry course and a minimum of 30%

of approved intake are filled up in last academic year for Diploma Pharmacy course.

While displaying the status of availability of seats, the number of seats available in a specific branch of
an institution will be displayed as per eligibility/ category. The non-availability of the seats in a branch
of an institution and the seats/institution for which a candidate is not eligible will not be shown to
him/ her.

The candidates must upload scanned copy of PDFof the original certificates at the time of registration
of application form for online verification of the category/ domicile/ income etc. upto the last date of
document verification by the designated centre. The online verification of these documents shall be
done online by the designated institutes as per the schedule mentioned in Key Dates. The
candidates are advised to online upload the follow ing documents in PDF format during

the registration process:

1 In case of HGST category in Diploma Engg., candidaes shall produce a certificate in the
support of their claim from the Principal/ Headmaster of the Govt. School of which the
candidate is topper clearly stating the strength of class (attach the attested form available at
Annexure T XIII ).

Note: The candi dates are advised to upload the correct details in the registration

form and if the details mentioned in PPP ID are wrong then correct the same in PPP
ID (at CSC centr es) before entering the PPP ID in the registration  form . As all the

After declaration of the result of first counselling, the candidate shall report in the allotted institute as
per schedule mentioned in the provisional seat allotment letter generated from the website for
admission against the allotted seat alongwith all requisite documents/ certificates/ testimonials in
original, photograph as mentioned in Chapter -7 and password. The candidates are allowed to submit
the self attested certificates at the time of reporting for admission. The candidate shall deposit one
semester fee in the allotted institute. On verification of credentials and deposition of the admission
fee the details of the candidate shall be updated on HSTES website by the institute. The candidate
MUST get the Provisional Admission Slip from the allotted institute dully signed by the admission
coordinator of the institute and the candidate himself/ herself.

Admission Data Management Fees (Rs. 200/ - per admission) shall be charged one time

by HSTES in respect of all admissions (Centralized Admissions and Institute Level
Management Quota Admissions) in Self Financing Institutions including un -aided
branches of Aided Institutions from the acade mic session 2016-17. The said Fees be
charged from the admitted students by the concerned institute and be credited/

deposited in HSTES account.

To participate in 2" and subsequent online counsellings (if any), candidates will have to fill the
choices again in the order of priority on the website www.techadmissionshry.gov.in without
depositing further, registeration fees. In case seat is allotted in 2nd or subsequent online counselling,
the earlier allotted/ reported seat will be cancelled automat ically and the candidate will have to
report again in the institute allotted in 2 " or subsequent counselling. Thus candidates are advised to

The candidates who wish to retain the reported seat are ad vised NOT to opt for
subsequent _counselling _s. However, if at all, the candidate participates in_the 2 nd
Counselling _and after filling the choices he [/ she feels that he /she should not have opted
for 2 ™ counselling __then at this stage he / she must delete al | the choices filled by him _ /
her to retain the seat reported through 1 st counselling .

After declaration of the result of each counselling, the candidate shall report in the allotted institute
as mentioned above.

Fulfilling eligibility for Diploma Engg./ Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry/ Diploma Pharmacy courses wir.t.
gualification shall be proved by the candidate before reporting to allotted institute. A candidate may
not be eligible on the 1st day of counselling but may be eligible on subsequent days of counselling
due to the reasons, whatsoever. The candidate may get seat allotted admission at his/ her own risk
and cost and if he/ she is found ineligible at the time of reporting, his/ her seat allotment shall be
cancelled for which he/ she shall have no claim, whatsoever.

Any candidate who has been disqualified or debarred by the University or Board or any other
Statutory Board shall not be eligible for admission to the polytechnics of Haryana State for the period
he/ she has been debarred.

If a candidate is admitted on the basis of the information submitted by him/ her, which is found to be
incorrect or false later on, his/ her admission shall be cancelled and all fees and other dues paid by
him/her shall be forfeited. The HSTES/institute may also take further action, as deemed fit, against
the candidate and his/ her parent/ guardian in accordance with law.

The Principal of the concerned Polytechnic/ Institute shall satisfy himself/ herself regarding the
authenticity of all certificates submitted online by the candidates for the purpose of their admission in
the Polytechnic and shall be verified online by the institution from the issuing authorit y of the certificates.

PROCEDURAL STEPS FOR REGISTERATION AND CHOICE FILLING FOR ALL DIPLOMA
COURSES

1. This procedure is applicable for the candidates who want to take admissions through online choice
filling.

2. Candidates should go through Diploma Prospectus2026 for detailed information about i&y Dat es 0
given in Appendix -1, counselling schedule and procedures.

3. Two Online choice filling  will be conducted for admission to all Diploma Courses for all the seats of
Govt. / Govt. Aided and 75% seats of Self Financing Institutes only as follows :
1st Counselling - shall be done for all categories namely AIC, HOGC, HGSI, SC,D-SC BGA,

BGB, PH, ESM (with all priorities) and FF of all categories with 25% Horizontal Female reservation.
For the supernumerary seats i.e. KM (J&K seats), TFW and EWS seats will be filled

separately on th e basis of Inter -se-merit of qualifying exam.

2nd Counselling - shall be done for all categories namely AIC, HOGC, HGSI, SC(by merging SC
and D-SCin SC), BC (by merging BCAand BCB in BC), PH, ESMby merging all priorities) and FF
with 25% Horizontal Female reservation.

For the supernumerary seats i.e. KM (J&K seats), TFW and EWS seats will be filled

separately on the basis of Inter -se-merit of qualifying exam.

Institute Level  Counselling :

After 2nd online counselling, admission at Institute Level Manual Counselling shall be made according
to the following procedure:

For Diploma Engg. , Diploma Pharmacy & Diploma Engg. Lateral Entry: For conducting the
Institute Level Manual Counsellingapplications of the candidates shall be invited through official email
id of the institut ion as per the schedule notified and advertised by the concerned institute. Fresh
Inter -se-Merit/ Rank of the candidates who have applied for Institute Level Manual Counselling shall
be prepared (hosted on the website of the institute) by the respective institute according to the
prescribed criteria of preparation of Inter -se-Merit/ Rank of qualifying examination as mentioned in
Chapter-3 of Diploma Prospectus.

VARIOUS FINANCIAL SUPPORTS AND MOTIVATIONAL SCHEMES

Post Matric Scholarship (PMS) Scheme for SC & BC students

PMS Scheme is being run by Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India and Welfare
of SC & BC Department, Haryana is handling the scheme in Haryana state. The scheme provides
financial assistance to SC and BC students. Technical Education Department, Haryana operates the
scheme for the SC and BC students studying in various courses under the ambit of Technical
Education. The details of the scheme are given below:

Eligibility

Students, belonging to Schedule Castes and Backward Classes whose annual parental income from
all sources does not exceeds Rs. 25 Lakh and are studying in courses/ institutes approved by
appropriate regulatory body like AICTE, PCI, Council of Architecture etc areeligeble for the schemes
subject to the condition that t he course fee must be approved from State Fee Committee/ Fee
Rationalization Committee set up by the competent authority.

Scholarship Amount

Post Matric Scholarship (PMS) Scheme for SC students
The scholarship amount under PMS (SC) includes all the nonrefundable components

like Tuition Fee, Exam Fee, Development Fund, Student Fund andAcademic Allowanceetc.

Academic Allowance for SC students under PMS (SC) scheme is detailed in the Table below:

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AICTE SCHOLARSHIPS IN TECHNICAL INSTITUTES OF HARYANA

AICTE provides a number of Scholarships to the students studying in Technical diploma and degree
courses gudying in Haryana in different Polytechnics, Engineering colleges and Technical Universities under
National Scholarship Portal. Three scholarships under this category are Pragati, Saksham and Swanath
scholarships. The online applications Haryana Residentstudents are verified by the State Nodal Officer.
These scholarships are forassistance to financially weaker background meritorious students.

Eligibi lity:

The students of first year or second year (lateral entry) are eligible to apply for these scholarships.
The student must not have completed the essential qualification to entry before more than 2 years. The
total Family income from all sources should not exceed Rs. 8 lakh per annum for both the scholarship
schemes Scholarship Amount is Rs 50,000 each per annum for every year of study and is given
maximum for 3 years to Diploma students and for 4 years to Degree students getting admission in first
year. Similarly for lateral entry students the scholarship is provided for 2 years to Diploma students and for
3 years to Degree students.

(i) For Pragati Scholarship - maximum two girl child per family can get this scholarship. For
Haryana State Pragati Degree Scholarship, Maximum Number is fixed at134 and for Pragati
Diploma maximum number is 191 .

(i) For Saksham scholarship, the candidate must have minimum 40% disability. All specially abled
students who apply, and are eligible, will get the scholarship.

(iii) The Swanath Scholarship  was introduced from the academic year 2021-22. For this scholarship

the candidate should be from any one of the following categories:

a) Orphan

b) Either or both parents died due to Covid 19

C) Wards of Armed Forces and Central Paramilitary Forces martyred in action
(Shaheed).

The Family income of the candidate from all sources should not be more than Rs. 8 lakh per
annum during the financial year of the application . The candidate should be currently studying in the
AICTE Approved institutions and courses at Degree/ Diploma level in regular mode (in 1st/ 2nd/ 3rd/ 4th
year). A maximum of 2000 scholarships (1000 for Degree Students and 1000 for Diploma Students) will be

awarded every year to eligible candidates as above. The amount of scholarship is Rs.50,000+ per year.

In pursuance of the judgment dated August 14, 2003 of Ho n 6 Bupreme Court of India in writ
petition (Civil) No0.350 of 1993 (Islamic Academy and Anr. Vs. State of Karnataka and Ors.), the State
Government had constituted Admission & Fee Regulatory Committee to fix fees structure of private
unaided minority/non minority institutions for various types of technical coursesThe Supreme Court
guidelines stipulate that fees structure should be such that it is viable for the Collegesto function as
per norms laid down by AICTE, but there should be no profiteering.

The fees structure of various technical institutions is available at Appendix -V and on the website
www.techeduhry.gov.in . Candidates are advised to see the changes, if any, in the fees structure
of institutes on the website www.techeduhry.gov.in before filling the choices of branch and
institute during online counselling as there are pending requests with Admission & Fee Reguatory
Committee for some institutes for fees revision.

POST ADMISSION INSTRUC TIONS & RULES

RAGGING:

1.

Raggingin educational institutions is banned and any one indulging in ragging is likely to be punished
appropriately, which may include expulsion from the institution, suspension from the institution or
classes for a limited period or fine with a public apology. The punishment may also take the shape
of (i) withholding scholarships or other benefits, (ii) debarring from representation in events, (iii)
withholding results, (iv) suspension or expulsion from hostel or mess, and the like . If the individuals
committing or abetting ragging are not/cannot be identified, collective punishment can be awarded
to act as a deterrent.

The following will be termed as the act of ragging: any disorderly conduct whether by words spoken
or written or by an act, which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness
any other student(s), indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities which causes or is likely to cause
annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in fresher or
junior student(s) or asking the student(s) to do any act or perform something, which such
student(s) will not do in the ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a
sense of shame or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of a fresher
or a junior student.

Other Informations:

iv) | Prospectus: Only once in the course and should not be more than Rs.1000/-.

v) | Placement Brochure:- Chargeable only once (in final year) and should not be more than
Rs.750/-.

vi) | Insurance:- Actual basis.

vii) | Uniform:- If prescribed and supplied by the institute/university Rs.6000/ - which shall include

one Blazer, two trousers, two shirts, one tie, two socks. Other requirements, if any shall be
optional and chargeable.

Every institute is required to fix all the charges accordingly and reflect in their
prospectus & on their website and m ust necessarily submit a copy of prospectus
and placement brochure to Admission and Fee Regulatory Committee before

start of admission process every year.

A Student shall be required to attend a minimum of 80% of the lectu res delivered (In theory and
practicals combined).

The attendance will be counted from the date of start of session, to the date prior to the date of
commencement of the theory examination.

In case of late admission in the first semester, the attendance s hall be counted from the date of
actual admission of the candidate, by the competent authority.

The name of the student shall be struck off the rolls if he/ she remains absent for 14
consecutive working days, without leave.

A student whose name has been sruck off from the roll of the institution , may however be
readmitted if the absence of the student was due to the circumstance beyond his/ her control.

Any student of the institution who fails to appear or pass any particular exam and further thereafter
remains absent from the institution for a period exceeding one year from the date or re -opening of
the institute following the exam in which the student had failed to appear or pass shall not be
entitled to continue his/ her studies in the institute without prior, written permission of the Secretary,
HSBTE.

The Principal may grant leave to the students in exceptional circumstances only to the extent of 10
days per semester, subject to the condition that the student completes the prescribed minimum

attendance as per attendance rule and the leave must be got sanctioned before availing the same.

1 In case, subject wise marks are not mentioned by the concerned Board then GPA and
CGPA awarded by the Board will be considered for calculating the subject wise marks and
aggregate marks (Chemistry, Physics, Biology/Mathematics and English), according to the
Conversion Factor mentioned in Detailed Marks Certificate.
